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Example 2: Interferon beta 1 b

Interferon beta 1b (IFN§1b) is available in the clinic in its native form as betasero® as a
treatment for hepatitis. Issues inherent to the endogenous nature of bet@erclude rapid
clearance from blood, frequent administration required (injection site necrosis), and physical
& chemical instability. PEGylation has the potential to circumvent these issues but has never
been achieved in a commercial product for .
